Summer authentic LISTENING, SPEAKING, READING, and WRITING practice
Tablas-Logs :
To keep up with Spanish in preparation for your AP Spanish Language and Culture class next fall: COMPLETE authentic reading and listening activities and fill the TABLA...SPACING OUT YOUR WORK FOR REGULAR EXPOSURE TO SPANISH. PLEASE don't do this all last minute and rob yourself of the regular learning I am planning for you. MAKE SURE TO DO AN EQUAL AMOUNT OF LISTENING/VIDEOCLIP NEWS AND READING. Give the TABLA to me the first day of school and show me that you are ready for this class. You also need exposure to a variety of themes (global challenges, science and technology, contemporary life, beauty and aesthetics, personal and public identities, families and communities, Spanish culture) and sources (BBC Mundo, Univisión, Telemundo, CNN en español, y MUCHOS ), which will give you a more varied learning experience for dialects and vocabulary, better preparing you as Spanish communicators. Here are 3 different suggestions for resources for completing the TABLAS:

1. Once or twice per week OR MORE, pick up a Spanish publication and read some of it. Some possible choices include People Magazine en Español, Reader’s Digest en Español, Hola, or other such publications. These are available at local bookstores/magazine shops. Car magazines, fashion magazines, etc. are all good alternatives. It is essential to do some reading and to be exposed to Spanish publications.

2. You can also go on the Internet and read articles in Spanish such as on-line newspapers, magazines, and web sites. Many search engines are available in Spanish. If you click on or type “video” at www.Yahoo.com or www.Google.com, you can find videos in Spanish that will help with visual, audio and gestures in Spanish. 
3. Have some daily contact with Univisión or other Spanish programming on television or video. I recommend watching news programs such as Primer Impacto, or Noticiero. You will see and hear speakers from all of the Spanish-speaking countries. Tu Desayuno Alegre, is a morning talk show with music videos. There are soap operas, Telenovelas, if that interests you. Additionally, there are many different game shows. You will need frequent contact over the summer with Spanish language and cultures.
OTHER ACTIVITIES THAT WILL CONNECT YOU TO SPANISH FOR ENRICHMENT:•Consider watching El internado...which teachers tell me their students love. It is a series about a boarding school from España: http://www.antena3.com/series/el- internado/http://www.formulatv.com/series/el- internado/capitulos/http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/El_Internado'The Boarding School Black Lagoon' is a Spanish television drama thriller focusing on the students of a fictional boarding school in a forest, where teenagers are sent by their parents to study. The boarding school is situated in a forest far from the city, on the outskirts on which macabre events occur.

Videos and DVDs are excellent resources, too, for listening to Spanish. While watching your favorite DVD this summer, select to hear or watch your DVD in the Spanish language. Watch the program and jot down some words or things you don’t understand or want to learn then. You probably will not understand everything, but over time your understanding will increase. Another option is to tape a show, then pick a 3-5 minute segment and keep rewinding it, working with it until you get most of what is going on. You might like working with music videos or commercials when you do this at first.
•
Seek out opportunities to listen to “live” Spanish. There are community cultural events and local churches that have activities and services in Spanish and local service organizations that provide services to the Spanish-speaking community. You can help others while helping yourself. Speak Spanish with family, friends, and co-workers. You may be surprised at how many people in this area speak Spanish.
•
Listen to Spanish music. Visit local music shops, department stores or download songs from the internet. You may even want to consider Podcasts available in Spanish. There are some designed to teach Spanish as well as some for entertainment.
